FUNC Trial Format Policy

Trial Dates and Place

Trial Dates and venue for the following winter season should be set before the end of the current winter season. Trial Dates should be aimed to be within the Orientation Week of the University, to encourage University Students to attend. A minimum of 3 dates should be set. 

Trial Fee

The trial fee should be set at the same time as the trial dates are set. Players should be notified that their nominations WILL NOT be accepted without the trial fee. The trial fee will come off the players fees for the club, for the season in which they are playing. The trial fee is non refundable if the player decides not to play for FUNC. A portion of the trial fee, in this case only, can be used toward social membership of the club. If the player is not selected by FUNC, the trial fee will be refunded. 

Player Nominations

Where possible, players should aim to have nomination forms to the Membership Coordinator before the beginning of Trials. This way, the initial squads can be determined before the first trial

Players may still nominate during the trials. In this instance, the Membership Coordinator will determine which squad the player will start in.

Number of Teams being chosen

The number of teams being chosen for FUNC will be dependent on the number of coaches that the club has available. This decision will be a committee based decision, and will be made before the trial date. 

Squads

Squads should consist of a maximum of 30 players from which 3 teams would be selected. Squad size will be dependent on number of teams competitng for FUNC. 

Selectors

There should be a minimum of 3 selectors per squad. Coaches of the teams that are being chosen from the squad should be present as selectors for that squad. If there are not 3
coaches per squad available, selectors should be sourced from people outside the club. Selectors should, preferably, not be players within the club.

The format of the trials should be determined by the selectors. The committee can guide, but the selectors should have ultimate control over the format.

Player Selections

Please refer to the FUNC player selection policy for further details. 

Players are to be selected on Merit, exceptions are further explained in the player selection policy.

Players should attend as many of the trials as possible to ensure accurate selection. Preference will be given to those players who attend 2 or more trials. If there is any reason that the player cannot attend two trial dates, this must be made know to the Membership Coordinator (currently Anne Ellson) via email to anne.ellson@epa.state.sa.gov.au.  before the completion of the trial dates. The committee will then decide the course of action to take. 

Announcement of Teams

Initial announcement of teams should be made directly following the final trial. It should be made clear to all players that the teams may change dependent on the needs of the club. 

Selection Grievances

If any player has a grievance in regard to their selection within the club, it should be made, in writing, to Sally Grist via email to sallygrist@hotmail.com .Grievances voiced in any other way will not be given consideration by the committee.
