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Section 5.3

FUNC Player Selection Policy

Players wishing to play for FUNC should register their interest before the trial dates to ensure effective trials. Registrations should be collected by the Membership Coordinator.

All selections are done on a Merit based system (please also refer to FUNC Trial Format Policy), but with the below exceptions

Exceptions:

In the event that there are more players than team spaces available, Preference will be given to players who have played one or more winter seasons with FUNC. New players will be invited to train with the club and fill any spaces that may become available. 

If two players wish to play in the same team, this must be made known to the Membership Coordinator prior to the beginning of the selection process. The players will then be placed in the lowest team that either player was selected in. (IE Player A and B wish to play together. Player A is selected in B4, Player B in C3. To remain together, both players will be placed in C3).

Movement of players through the teams may be done dependent on the clubs needs at the time. If a player has a skill that the club wishes to utilise (eg coaching or umpiring) their team selection may change.

Players may wish to play in a lower grade than selected for various personal reasons. The move should negotiated with the current coach and coach of the grade that they wish to play in. The Membership Coordinator should be notified of such changes.

Players nominating to play after trials have finished

In many cases, FUNC will have openings for players after the trials have finished. Players who nominate to play after this date will be started in the lowest grade of the club. The coach of this grade will then determine if the player is too strong, and they will be moved to the next grade, if there are spaces available. If no spaces are available in the grade above, the lowest team coach and coach of the next team above may negotiate player movements to facilitate the player going up. If the coach of the higher grade does not feel there are any player movements that can be made to benefit the team, the player will remain in the lowest grade.
