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Section 6.2

FUNC Authority/ Responsibilities of Coaches Policy

Once a coach has been allocated a team, the coach obtains full authority of that team. The committee will help out and offer support and direction, but the main responsibility will be the coaches.

Attendance

Coaches should endeavour to be present at each training and game. It is understandable that there will be instances where this is not always possible. In this case the coach is responsible for ensuring that the team will not be left to fend for themselves.

Trainings 

The coach is responsible for organisation of trainings either in conjunction with the other coaches who are training at the same time, or, if they wish trainings can be run independently, at which point the coach will be solely responsible for the training of their team. 

Player Management

At the beginning of the season, the coach is expected to advise their players as to what is expected of them, in terms of:

· Code of Conduct; and

· Attendance at trainings/games (refer Training Policy)
Movement of Players Between Teams

The coach of a team has the authority to move players. Any player movement, however, must be done in conjunction with the coach of the team that the player will be moving from or too. 

Regrading

Regrading of players will occur approximately after the third game of the season. The coach is responsible for assessing their players in the first 3 games and providing feedback at the regrading meeting on possible player movements. Coaches must be open to the possibility of player movements if it is in the best interests of the club. Regrading is to be discussed between the coaches.
Committee Meetings

All coaches are valued members of FUNC and their input at committee meetings is welcome and appreciated. However, coaches are not expected to attend committee meetings. This is purely a personal choice.  

FUNC Property

At the beginning of the season, each coach will be allocated equipment and property belonging to FUNC to allow them to fully coach their team. This property will be signed for, and must be returned to the club. The club will accept reasonable losses, but the main responsibility for the property will remain the coaches.
